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AWARD: 0003

ISSUES:  Grievant was one of twelve (12) officers who volunteered for State Fair detail and had sufficient seniority at their post to serve, but were turned down following a review and evaluation of their weight and general physical condition.  The Union contended that the Patrol is attempting to unilaterally impose a physical fitness standard upon all volunteers for special duty in violation of the Agreement.  It argued that the Patrol used arbitrary standards, since under Article 40 the parties are still in the pro cess of negotiation a physical fitness policy.

    The Patrol argued that under Article 4 (Management Rights), it had the right to require officers selected to work the Ohio State Fair to meet minimal physical fitness standards, consideration being given their overall fitness and review of their physical history.

HOLDINGS:  The Arbitrator agreed that management had the exclusive right and authority to "determine the overall methods, process, means, or personnel by which governmental operations are to be conducted" under Article 4. Assignment of the Fair Detail is a management perogative so long as it was not done in an arbitrary, capricious or discriminatory manner.
