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AWARD: 0038 

Grievances G86-0082 through G86-0090 were heard on 1/26/87, 1/27/87 and 2/12/87. Grievants were are Sandra Knight, Phillip Grow, Perry McDaniel, Richard Heinlein, William Justus, Gregory Steele, Robert Quinn, Gary Reveal and Robert Ringer.

Nine Bituminous Plant Inspectors, located in the Ohio Department of Transportation's District 8, were removed for falsifying reports regarding tests to determine whether concrete material meets specifications. The Arbitrator upheld eight of the nine removals, because eight grievants had willfully falsified reports. Grievant Ringer, however, was reinstated and made whole because the evidence did not show that he willfully falsified reports. The Arbitrator believed grievant Ringer's testimony that he signed documents for some of the false test results for which one of the other grievants gave him information, since the grievant didn't know how to perform the tests. The fact that Grievant was promoted a short time earlier weighed heavily in the Arbitrator's consideration of Ringer's excuse.
