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AWARD: 0043 

Grievants alleged that an OHP regulation denying travel time to and from the Patrol Academy unless patrol cruisers were used for the trip violated the contract. Despite the reasonableness of the regulation on its face, the arbitrator granted the grievance, since it conflicted with the literal language of the contract extending travel pay to all troopers who were attending academy retraining. As a result, travel time pay could not be denied for troopers using their personal vehicles.
