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AWARD: 0124 

Eugene Dixon was employed at Columbus Developmental Center for approximately one year and eleven months as a Hospital Aide. On March 10, 1986, Grievant received a verbal reprimand for sleeping on the job. On August 12, 1986, he was issued a two-day suspension for the same behavior. On February 2, 1987, Police Officer Bowen entered the television room of Carlson 6 at approximately 9:54 p.m. He observed the Grievant seated in a dimly lit room in a lounge chair across the room from a television set. Officer Bowen ovserved the Grievant for approximately 2 minutes, concluded that the Grievant was sleeping and walked the approximate twenty-five feet towards the Grievant to tell him to stay awake. Grievant's claim was that he was awake. The Arbitrator found that the inconsistencies between Bowen's testimony and his previous written statement placed enough doubt on the reliability of his unverified observations to prevent the Arbitrator from concluding that the Grievant was sleeping.

Grievance was granted.
