86-1045: Two-day suspension for insubordination is reduced to written reprimand. Grievant was insubordinate, however, grievant had no prior instances of insubordination and this incident occurred in relatively remote location.

86-1041: State was improper in suspending grievant for insubordination. Grievant claimed psychological inability to perform his assignment.
State should assign employee to light duty or grant him a disability separation.

86-1037: State was proper in disciplining employee for failure to call in. Weight of evidence indicates that call-in system was proper and grievant neglected to follow proper procedures.
