87-1128: State was improper in suspending employees two days for neglect of duty.  Policy prohibiting use of room in which grievant was observed is not controlling. Policy was ignored by employees and was not enforced.

87-397: Two-day suspension for excessive tardiness is proper. There were no mitigating circumstances to warrant a lesser penalty.
