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AWARD: 0161 

Trooper Titler was involved in an accident while passing a van across double yellow lines (the van turned left into the patrol car). Titler had his lights flashing, but no siren. Titler was "chasing" a citizen whom had been previously stopped for a violation, attempting to return the citizen's license. Titler received a 3-day suspension for negligence (and poor judgment).

Arbitrator Dworkin found that Titler, in fact, was not held harmless by the Ohio Revised Code statutes governing emergency vehicles on the road, and was disciplined for just cause. The grievant's nine-year career without record of discipline did not warrant a 3-day suspension under progressive discpline and was reduced to a 1-day suspension and written reprimand.
