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AWARD: 0166 

The Grievant attempted to gain military leave, with pay, as per Article 52, for active duties that he volunteered for, rather than for mandatory duty. The Ohio State Highway Patrol denied the request on the grounds that this training was not mandatory.

The Arbitrator was faced with a prior arbitration decision that had extended military leave to voluntary training occasions, and current contract language which was silent on the issue of voluntary training assignments. In his analysis of that prior decision and the bargaining history of FOP negotiations, the Arbitrator found no good reason to overturn the decision of the prior arbitration. Given this, the Arbitrator upheld the grievance.
