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AWARD: 0175 

The Grievant was denied sick leave, pre-submitted, for transporting his sick child to the home of family members. The Ohio State Highway Patrol maintained its right to monitor usage of sick leave and deny such leave where it appears to be for purposes other than as stated in the Agreement. The Ohio State Highway Patrol's discretion in granting such leave was by the necessity of maintaining minimum staffing levels at the grievant's post.

The Union maintained the Ohio State Highway Patrol overstepped its bounds in attempting to add restrictions on the grievant's movement while on leave and for improperly denying the grievant's vested right in leave.

The arbitrator found he could not grapple with the issue of restrictions placed on using leave beyond the contract's language. He further found that the facts of the case did warrant the Employer's denial of leave. 

The arbitrator closely restricted his award to the facts, and eschewed award based upon the larger issues raised by the Union.
