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AWARD: 0214 

The Grievant requested report-back pay when required to attend a special training session outside of his regular eight-hour shift. The contract provides for report-back pay when the employee is called to return "to do unscheduled, unforeseen or emergency work." The Highway Patrol paid the Grievant overtime for the 47 minutes involved in the travel to and from the actual testing.

The Arbitrator denied the grievance. Although the work was outside Grievant's regular shift, notice was provided ten days in advance. The Arbitrator also based his decision on the fact that such testing had occurred for 15 years, but no grievance regarding report-back pay had been filed.
