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AWARD: 0240 (Draft)

Grievant alleged that her home was her report-in location under Article 13.06 of the contract. Instead, the Department of Tax Equalization assigned the Lucas County courthouse to be her report-in location. The Employer changed this location in response to certain abuses on the part of the employees. This had the effect of reducing the grievant's level of reimbursement for mileage and travel time.

The Arbitrator ruled that the decision on location of a report-in location is management's alone since what is paramount is the nature and the exercise of the work that is set forth in job descriptions, rules, regulations, and policies. He ruled further that the Department's argument that Article V of the Agreement provided Managements's rights to determine the nature of work and the appropriate report-in location far outweighed the union's claim that the grievant works from her home.

The Arbitrator ruled that the change was permitted under the Management rights section of the contract. The fact that the employee has no fixed work site does not control whether they work from their homes; the issue is whether the employee works at home. Here, very little work was performed at home, so the designation of the Lucas County Courthouse was permissible. 

Grievance was denied.
