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AWARD: 0246 

Grievant was removed for inefficiency from a position as a parole officer III which he had held for 10 years. However, the grievant was capable of performing at the next highest level of parole officer, which involved far less paperwork than the position he occupied. Since the State failed to show that he was unfit for the lower position, the removal was not for just cause.The employer was ordered to reinstate the grievant to the lower position with back pay. It should be noted that this grievant had grieved a prior demotion. In award number_____, the demotion was set aside because it represented a unilateral policy charge by the employer.
