The Grievant, a Highway Worker 2 at the Ohio Department of Transportation, phoned his supervisor and asked permission to use sick leave.  Another employee told the supervisor that the Grievant was in jail, having been arrested the prior evening. The supervisor actually went to the jail to verify the arrest. Another employee revealed that the Grievant had been arrested and convicted of two felonies. The Department investigated, found it was true, and fired him for falsifying his application in addition to the false use of sick leave for jail time. Arbitrator felt discharge was appropriate, citing two previous disciplines in the one year he had been employed. Arbitrator also devoted attention to Grievant's failure to appear at hearing, clearly saying he was holding that against him.
