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AWARD: 0329 (Draft)

Grievant was suspended for 10 days for failing to assist his co-workers in breaking up an inmate fight, which resulted in one inmate losing an ear. The grievant was also accused of using racial slurs in referring to the 2 inmates. The grievance was alleged to be untimely, this argument was rejected because the state knew that the matter would be grieved. Further, the state itself committed error in failing to process a step 3 response within 15 days. Disregarded was the racial slur allegation on the basis of inadequate evidence. Nevertheless, proof of failure to aid the officer did exist and the penalty was fair for that offense above. Grievance denied.
