In this proceeding, 2 liquor control investigators were suspensed for falsifying official records. Finding adequate evidence to support convincingly that falsification occured, the grievances were denied. No modification of the penalty took place because the parties agreed that the issue was just cause for any supervision. Grievances denied. The arbitrator indicated that had he had authority, such a modification might have occured.
