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AWARD: 0356 

Grievant accumulated 3 reprimands and 8 suspensions (ranging from 1 to 18 days) and was removed after he was caught sleeping on duty.

First, the arbitrator ruled that the scope of an arbitrator's authority may be modified in a previous grievance settlement agreement. Thus, the sole question in this case was whether the grievant committed the alleged act of sleeping on duty. If so, the arbitrator was powerless to modify the penalty of removal. The grievance was denied, despite the absence of corroboration for a photograph taken while the grievant was sleeping.
