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AWARD: 0376 

The grievant, a park ranger at Hueston Woods State Park, was assigned involuntarily to work at a festival held at another park some 5 hours away. As the least senior ranger at Hueston Woods, he was assigned because no other rangers volunteered. 

The contract provides that work schedules shall be unaltered after they are posted 4 weeks in advance. They may not be altered unless there is an emergency. The grievant's schedule was changed 4 days beforehand because of exisent staffing problems at the park hosting the event. The grievant's normal shift on the day before the event was cancelled so that he could work the special assignment. 

Held, the situation met the definition of "emergency" in section 22.02 and therefore the reassignment was proper under the contract. Grievance denied.
