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AWARD: 0414 

The grievant, a Highway Patrol Trooper, was the subject of 3 separate disciplinary actions, consolidated into this proceeding; one was a removal. The remaining actions consisted of 10- and 3-day suspensions. The 10-day suspension resulted from an incident in which the grievant gave a false report of his location in order to go home on personal business. This was reduced to 4 days on the basis that it was "excessive." The 3-day suspension resulted from grievant's unauthorized transport of a civilian in his patrol car. This suspension was reduced to 2 days. The removal actually involved 2 termination notices for different infractions. The first was for an off-duty altercation; the second for an illegal traffic stop of a man who was accompanying the grievant's wife at 2:50 am. However, despite the arbitrator's finding that each offense would warrant a 10-day suspension, the grievant was ordered reinstated because of the exigent circumstances concerning his personal life. Grievant was ordered reinstated provided he reported his progress and enrollment in EAP. The termination was ordered to be changed into a 90-day suspension.
