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Grievance was granted.

Arbitrator found that the Employer did not have just cause to give Grievant a six-day suspension for abusing a patient's rights and violating the State's Code of Ethics. Grievant's conduct did not merit a six-day suspension or any lesser discipline but, rather was a simply poor judgment. Due Process was violated because the discipline was essentially punitive in nature; it would have had no corrective value.
