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AWARD: 0490

Grievant was not allowed to count his time as a Park Ranger Specialist towards his classification senority as a park ranger. The Union argued that Management violated Articles 34.02B and 31. They felt that 34.02 states that continuous service shall terminate when an employee is promoted out of the bargaining unit.  The Union felt that Article 31 (Promotions within Probationary Periods) is analogous to this grievance. Management pointed to Article 34C which is concerned with "Classification Series Seniority". Arbitrator Graham found that language provides that Classification Seniority is to be defined as "The length of continuous service in a classification beginning with the LAST DATE of...transfer into said classification". Ineffect, the Union asked that the words "last date" be disregarded. Additionally, the language found in Article 34.02B does not apply to this dispute. The language that applies to this dispute is found in 34.01B.

Grievance was denied.
