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AWARD: 0551 (DRAFT)

Grievant was suspended for ten days for striking a youth. This fact was uncontroverted, but the union argued the discipline was not progressive. Arbitrator outlined and analyzed the seven tests of just cause as accepted by the American Arbitration Association giving useable language on these tests. He also quoted Arbitrator Whitley P. McCoy's statement concerning the imposition of an arbitrator's judgment in place of management's when just cause for discipline exists. As management had met the seven tests, and the discipline was entirely proper due to the serious nature of the offense, the grievance was denied.
