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AWARD: 0554 

The grievant was terminated for using marijuana on duty. Management's evidence and investigation relied primarily on a strong trail of circumstantial evidence. The union alleged that the grievant was being implicated on account of his union activities-specifically, his strong advocacy for the pick-a-post. The arbitrator found that ... "circumstantial evidence, when strong is sufficient to meet the burden of proof under a just cause standard. The arbitrator is convinced that the grievant smoked marijuana... compromised his position as a prison guard as well as his ability to perform his duties."

Grievance was denied.
