Grievant was terminated from her position as Psychology Assistant at the Western Reserve Psychiatric Hospital. The Union contends a grievance was filed that same day. The Office of Collective Bargaining stated that it never received the letter. The Union maintains that a good faith effort had been made to file the grievance-it event to the wrong office. The Employer argued that the Arbitrator had no jurisdiciton to hear a grievance which had not been properly filed.

The Arbitrator agreed that she had no authority to ignore the explicity stated prerequisites for filing of grievances. The failure of Grievant to process her grievance within the set time precluded the Arbitrator from considering the merits of the case. Grievance denied.
