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Award 0652 

The issue presented was whether the grievance protesting removal of grievant properly before the arbitrator? The State contended that it is a probationary removal. 

The Arbitrator held, "Mr. Walters continued to be a probatinary employee to the time of his discharge. As a probationary employee, Mr. Walters has no right to protest such an action under the clear terms of the agreement. The action of the State is neither grievable or arbitrable."
