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By successfully completing a 120-day EAP program, management's earlier proposal to terminate grievant was removed completely, thereby giving grievant a second chance. There was no improvement in her attendance, use of time off, or being absent without leave. Hence, arbitrator held that the employer's decision to discharge grievant for failure to come to work on a regular basis was not unreasonable, arbitrary, or capricious.
