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AWARD: 0674  (DRAFT)

Grievant was removed from his position with the Division of Real Estate in the Department of Commerce for failure to inform supervisor of his whereabouts on eighteen (18) separate occasions following a year of other disciplinary actions. Management maintained that the Grievant had demonstrated a pattern of behavior indicative of disregard for reasonable work rules that had been in effect for many years. The Union argued that Grievant had thirteen (13) years of service and that until he incurred the reprimands and suspensions which proceded his discharge, he was an exemplary employee. The Union felt that there was a personality conflict. Arbitrator Graham found that by failing to alter his behavior after receipt of the great amount of discipline that preceded his discharge, the Grievant had brought the situation upon himself.

Grievance was denied.
