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AWARD: 0695 (Draft)

Grievant was a passenger in a car which was stopped in Indiana for speeding; driver ultimately arrested for DUI. Grievant admitted saying "In Ohio police officers take care of each other." Mills was rude, belligerent and argumentative to the arresting officer and to the chief in trying to intervene on his friend's behalf. He also admitted in testimony that he was intoxicated as well. Given these facts and the extraordinarily high standard set by the employer for its employees, the arbitrator does not find the penalty too harsh as to breach just cause.
