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Award 0724 

This grievance was denied. The issue presented was whether the Employer violated the contract, specifically, Article 32, by not awarding grievant temporary work level pay.

The Arbitrator held that the contract language gives the Employer the right to make temporary assignments. Management has the right to assign T.W.L. and there is no obligation on the part of the Employer to make that assignment. Furthermore, management does not have to compensate employees for working less than four days on a T.W.L.
