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AWARD NO: 0906 (DRAFT)

The Grievant was given a one-day suspension after he admitted to willfully giving his keys to an inmate.

Because the Grievant admitted to committing the offense there was no need to prove his guilt. This left the Arbitrator to decide whether or not the discipline was justified. The Arbitrator felt that based on the severity of the offense and the potential danger that could stem from such a violation a one-day suspension was not unreasonable. The penalty invoked is designed to be corrective and is in line with principles of progressive discipline.
