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AWARD NO: 0998 (DRAFT)

The Grievant was demoted from a Sergeant to a Trooper and given a five-day suspension for adding false arrest records to his actual totals. The Grievant claimed to have falsified these numbers to motivate his subordinates. The Union argued that the discipline was not commensurate with the offense. The Arbitrator pointed out that this incident did not affect any public record such as a court record or a driving record of a member of the public. The Arbitrator held that the demotion was not commensurate with the offense given the severity of the offense and the Grievant's length of service. The Arbitrator also held that the demotion was not progressive based upon the Grievant's prior disciplinary record. The Arbitrator did, however, feel that discipline was warranted in this situation. With that in mind, he ruled that the five day suspension should stand but that the Grievant be reinstated to the rank of sergeant.
