The Grievant was removed from his position as a Correctional Farm Coordinator I following an incident when the Grievant lost his temper and repeatedly struck a milking cow under his care. This beating caused the cow to slip and injure itself. The cow had to be slaughtered because it was ruined as a milk cow. The Union admitted that the Grievant lost his temper but argued that the discipline was too severe considering the Grievant's prior record.

The Arbitrator felt that the Grievant did not just merely lose his temper, but that he was deliberately abusive towards the animal. The Grievant was trained in animal husbandry and should have know the proper methods of animal control. The Arbitrator also pointed out the Grievant's behavior cannot be tolerated in a prison setting because the Grievant should be a role model for the inmates under his supervision.
