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Award: 1059 (Draft)

Grievance was denied.

Issue: Art. 19 - Disciplinary Procedure

The Grievant was suspended for twenty (20) days for using Division equipment for personal use. The Grievant obtained computer (LEADS) information on an individual for non-business purposes, later stopped that individual without legal basis to do so, did not report the event as required by procedure and was untruthful to supervisors regarding the contact with the individual.

Holding: The Arbitrator found the Grievant was guilty of violating the policies and regulations of the Employer. Misuse of criminal investigative apparatus for personal use and stopping a citizen without probable cause at night with flashing lights is rather serious activity. The Grievant is not entitled to any modifications of his discipline.
