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AWARD NO: 1117 

Grievant was removed on the grounds that he had secured cash bond from three Ohio Turnpike motorists for his own personal use. He was indicted for the charge of theft of office, but found not guilty.

Arbitrator Ray stated that he believed the witness', Mr. W, testimony to be true and found no reason that Mr. W would falsify the information. The Arbitrator took into consideration that the Grievant had been found not guilty by a jury, but stated that it was his duty to independently review the charges under the controlling collective bargaining agreement. In response to the Union's arguments, Arbitrator Ray stated that he does not pretend to know why all these things happened to the Grievant, but finds that the State has met its burden.

Grievance denied.
